-111.A1.023: Titanium alloys in sheet or plate form :capable of* an ultimate tensile strength of 900 MPa
or more at 293 K (20 °C). Note: The phrase alloys -capable of - encompasses alloys before or after heat
treatment
-111.A1.026: Beryllium-Copper or Copper-Beryllium Alloys in plate, sheet, strip or rolled bar form, having
a composition comprising Copper as the major element by weight and other elements including less than
2 % by weight Beryllium.
